��Cross-checking on cues�On level 1 he checked structure of pattern (S) with picture cue (M) and self-corrected (A Bird Can Fly page 7)

Letter Identification���Referred to alphabet as letters.  Identified 14 capital and 11 lower case letters by name.  Referred to "D" as 1st letter in Danielle.  Unknown letters were: Q, E, R, m.  Some confusions were visually similar: M/W, s/c, a/d, q/b, i/l, i/j, b/p, u/cat.  Responded with /s/ for following letters: Y, L, S, G, V, f, u, a, y, e, g, r, v, t, g.  Letter name responses were fast.�27 /54

Concepts About Print:             STONES���Demonstrated book handling skills of front of book, print contains message, where to start reading. L(R across one line of print, and LP before RP.  Located 1/2 letters and Tt and Bb.  Knew meaning of period.  Unable to demonstrate return sweep, 1 to 1 match, first/last concept, bottom of picture, reversible words, 1/2 words and capital letter.  No evidence of attending to fine (V) details of print, or of understanding use of: ?  ,  " " �8  /24

WORD TEST (CLAY)              LIST A���Nick was able to read "yes".  Attempted cat/can on practice word and /s/ for "has".  He also responded "love" but did not indicate which word he was referring to.�1  /20

WRITING VOCABULARY

Nick wrote: Nick, HJ, MOM, DAB (SC to DAD), NO, ZOO, a, ALEX. Repeated letters in his first name.  Attempted "7" for "to" and " the"; and "Le u" for "I love you".  Wrote consistently L(R.  Demonstrated sense of word boundaries.  Uses both capital and lower letters in writing. �HEARING SOUNDS IN WORDS (DICTATION)

(Sentence: D)�Repeated words in isolation when directed to do so.  Attempted c/bus, i/is, c/it, i/will, r/stop, c/here, s/to, c/let, i/me, ov/on.  Commented often "I can't write that letter". Articulated /p/ sound in "stop" several times.  Referred to what he heard as "p" but recorded "r".��Score:                    8    �Score:           5/37��

Useful strategies on text:��On Where's Spot?, Nick was able to point and read "no" three times.  On Levels 1 and 2, he used (M) from picture cues and his own oral language structure to read.  On CAP, he demonstrated book handling skills of front of book, print contains message, LP before RP and could move L(R across one line of print.  On TR Level 1, Nick showed evidence of cross-checking using the structure of the patterned text and picture cues, resulting in SC.

Problem strategies on text:��On TR (levels 1 and 2) Nick neglected the use of visual information, as indicated by his alteration of patterned text.  He was unable to match 1 to 1 on CAP or text reading above Level B.  On CAP, he was unable to demonstrate return sweep, bottom of picture, or inverted print.

Useful strategies with words:��On WV Nick was able to write 8 words.  All words, and attempted words, were written L(R with evidence of word boundaries.  On HSIW, he was able to repeat words in isolation and attempted to repeat words slowly.  He segmented /p/ in "stop" and repeated several times.  On TR, he pointed to and read "no, no, no" in Where's Spot?  On HSIW he appeared to write "ON" using sound-symbol analysis.  Read "yes" on WT and attempted cat/can.

Problem strategies with words:��On CAP, Nick was unable to locate 1/2 words or was/no.  He did not appear to attend to visual details of words (CAP).  On WV he repeatedly wrote several letters in his first name as words.  On WT he did not attempt most words.  On TR levels 1 and 2, he did not show evidence of attending to (V) detail of words, as he altered patterned text.

Useful strategies with letters:��Nick was able to identify 14 capital and 11 lower case letters by name.  He recognized S by /s/ and D in Danielle.  On WV, he was able to form letters easily and w/o a copy in 8 words.  He SC two letters: DAB, ZOO.  On CAP he located 1/2 letters and Tt, Bb.  On HSIW, he was able to isolate final sound in "stop".  On both WV and HSIW, he formed letters top to bottom.

Problem strategies with letters:��On LID, Nick responded to the following letters with the /s/ sound: : Y, L, G, V, f, u, a, y, e, g, r, v, t, g.  On CAP he was unable to show last letter of a word, or a capital letter.  On TR levels 1 and 2, he did not show any evidence of using letters to monitor his reading.  On HSIW, he was unable to isolate the first sound of a word.  He commented frequently "I can't write that letter" on HSIW task.  On WT he did not attempt unknown words by first letter.

SUMMARY:��Level in text reading:  B��Nick is reading at text level B, Where's Spot?  He uses meaning from picture cues and his own oral language structure to read.  He was unable to match 1 to 1 at text levels above level B and does not appear to be using visual information at levels 1 and 2.  Nick identified 14 capital and 11 lower case letters by name.  Although he could write 8 words easily and formed letters (interspersed use of capital and lower case) w/o copy, he was able to represent only a few sounds using letter symbols.
