Instruction for filling out Reading Recovery Selection Worksheet:

(1) (a) List all children for which the OS will be taken; (b) fill out OS scores (ignore "Low" column headings at this step)



(2) Determine how many children will be served in round one

(# RR teachers x children each will serve); add four to this number; this determines the number of children you need to rank to determine who is at the lowest and should be served first (the four is four alternates).  



(3) For the number of children to serve in round 1, determined in #2 above (for example let's say the number is 12) choose the lowest 12 in each category.  Place an "X" in the "Low" columns by each OS task.  If there is a tie for the twelve spots, "X" all those who tied (for example if 7 children have "0" scores and 8 have "1", X all 15.  If 20 had "0" scores, X all 20.



(4) Then count the number of OS tasks each received an "X" in.   The children with the highest # of "X's" should be served first as they are the lowest scorers across the OS tasks.  



This worksheet is of tremendous value when there are several Reading Recovery teachers and scores vary across OS tasks.
